+ Next, ask someone to read Hebrews 1:3-4, and then ask another person to pray,
thanking God that Jesus has all authority, for He is perfectly righteous.

* Finally, ask someone to read 1 Peter 1:21-24 and then ask another person to
pray, thanking God that Jesus is the example of humility for all of us.
